Bill Maskill begins his eighth sea-
son at the helm of the Midwestern 
State football program and tenth as 
a collegiate head coach.

Maskill has compiled seven-straight winning sea-
sons at MSU while leading the Mustangs to a 52-24 
record (.667) and a pair of NCAA Division II playoff 
appearances in 2004 and 2006.

He is Midwestern State’s all-time leader in total wins 
and winning percentage.

The Mustangs won 10 games for the first time in 57 
years when they went 10-3 and advanced into the 
second round of the playoffs in 2006, while the 2004 
squad was the first to advance to the postseason 
since 1991, when MSU advanced to the NAIA Divi-
sion II national quarterfinals.

Maskill has coached a pair of All Americans, 19 all-
region selections and 31 All-Lone Star Conference 
first-teams in his seven seasons at MSU.

Maskill will begin his 39th season in the coaching 
profession. His coaching experience includes stops 
as a Division I assistant at Vanderbilt, Southern 
Methodist, Wake Forest, Oregon, Tulane, Louis-
ville, Arizona State, Bowling Green and Iowa.

He was head coach at Southeast Missouri State in 
1988 and 1989 and led the Indians to an Missouri 
Intercollegiate Athletic Association championship in 
1988.
