The 9th-ranked Mustangs are looking for their
I'rst postseason appearance since 2006 and the third
overall since the Bill Maskill era began in 2002.

No. 12 Abilene Christian is searching for its
fourth-straight trip to the NCAA Division |l playoffs
as the Wildcats quali'ed for the postseason in 2006,
2007 and 2008.

Championship implications aplenty

Four teams reamain in the hunt for the Lone Star
Conference championship going into the Tnal week
of the season.

Tarleton State has clinched at least a share of its
Irst LSC title since 2001 as the Texans can win it
outright with a win over the resurgent West Texas
A&M Buffs Saturday night in Stephenville.

AWT win would open the door for co-cham-
pions as Tarleton would share the championship
with the winner of the Midwestern State/Abilene
Christian matchup and Texas A&M-Kingsville if the
Javelinas hold on to defeat Angelo State Saturday
night in South Texas.

The scenario for the South Division race is very
similar.

The Texans have cinched a at least a share of the
title and can win it outright by defeating the Buffs.

However, if WT wins, Tarleton shares the division
title with the Buffs, the MSU/ACU victor and Texas
A&M-Kingsville if the Hoggies best Angelo State.

In search of the Holy Grail

Midwestern State has never won a Lone Star
Conference football championship, but has placed
two divisional cups in its trophy case.

MSU claimed an outright LSC North Division
title in 2001, then shared the LSC South crown with
Texas A&M-Kingsville in 2004.

Midwesternis last conference championship came
in 1994 when it was involved with a TIAA co-cham-
pionship with Hardin-Simmons and Howard Payne.

MSU claimed an outright TIAA title in 1991.

Midwestern won a Texas Conference champion-
ship in 1947 before claiming back-to-back Gulf Coast
Conference titles in 1949 and 1950.

In all, Midwestern has claimed !ve conference

championships.

About the series

Midwestern State meets Abilene Christian for the 23rd
time on the gridiron Saturday afternoon at Memorial Stadium.

The Wildcats own a 17-4-1 edge in the series and
have won the last two meetings including a 47-17 win last
season in Abilene and a 42-41 victory in a shootout on
Nov. 10,2007 at Memorial Stadium.

MSU had claimed wins in each of the three prior
meetings including a 29-19 win on Nov. 6, 2004 at Shot-
well Stadium to earn a share of the LSC South Division
title and a 46-30 victory on Nov. 11, 2006.
